Title of the Practice: Voluntary Blood donation Camp 

 

Objectives of the Practice: 

The main objective of the practice is to create awareness about Blood donation and help poor 

and needy peoples of society and also motivate and maintain a permanent well-indexed record 

of voluntary blood donors. Additionally the main purpose of blood donation camp is to educate 

the community about beneficial aspects of blood donation and harmful effect of collecting 

blood from paid donors. The sub objectives of the practice are as follows: 

1. To sensitize the need of donating blood to the needy in time 2. To instil the feeling of helping 

others to breathe life with their precious donation 3.To motivate all students to take a pledge to 

donate blood at least once in a year 4.To impart to them the value of blood donation 5.To aware 

of the scientific information about the blood group 

The Context: The IQAC and NSS department of the College organizes the Blood Donation 

Camp on 03-04-2022 on the occasion of birthday celebration of Dr.DhavalsinhMohite-Patil in 

collaboration with Akshay Blood Bank Solapur and Shivshambho Charitable Trust, Karmala. 

The College provides all facilities like space, furniture, Blood group testing rooms, blood 

donating room with good hygiene and sanitation as per the medical standard. The camp is 

inaugurated with a motivating session by the subject experts to make the students understanding 

the importance of this best practice. 

The Practice:  

Prior to donation, the donor Students will be screened to identify their quality of blood to be 

collected. The underweight and the infected persons will not be allowed to provide donations as 

the medical advice. Donors will be informed that by each donation their blood cells will be 

rejuvenated and hence youthfulness in the blood will be present on every occasion. Donors will 

be provided with scientific information regarding the blood group and its associated diseases. 

Initially meeting is conducted by principal and fallowed by that on 03/03/2022 IQAC and NSS 

organized Blood donation camp with the help of our Staff, Alumni and regular students almost 

90 participants are giving special efforts and collects 41 bottles of blood. All 41 blood donors 

were given certificates from the blood bank. 

Evidence of Success: 

This helping to poor, needy and deprived section of society has made a positive and safe 

atmosphere among them. The donor Students will get free health check-ups in identifying the 

pulse rate, Blood pressure, Body temperature, and Haemoglobin level.  The donor will be 

informed of their blood group.  The donor students are given a certificate of appreciation. The 

sick students will get proper medical advice from the health personnel’s. The Camp was very 

successful and appreciated by all the stakeholders including blood bank. Is that the proof of 

success are – 1. More than the target students donated blood of their own free will.2. College 

trustee, Parents, & others colleges highly appreciates the successfully organized the blood 

donation camp. 3. Charitable trust& Blood Bank staff advised to organize more blood bank 

camps in future. 

Problems encountered and Resources required: Students hailed from the villages and poor 

backgrounds are found to be ignorant of their health status. Students are much phobic to needles 

and blood testing. Some students are underweight and anaemic due to malnutrition and 

undernourishment. 

For the above activity although every stakeholder of institute shared their time but due to 

lockdown conditions very less number of students participated. Covid-19 restriction also creates
